Introduction to the  

course 
The 1 Year Foundation Acting Program is a 
vocational training course designed for 
talented students who wish to pursue 

professional careers in acting for film, 
television and theatre. The course is 
exceptional in both content and delivery, 
equipping students with the essential skills, 
knowledge and professionalism demanded by 
the highly competitive entertainment 
industry. 
 

The Course 
The course is divided into five (5) seven-
week terms. Students attend 3-4 sessions per 

week (16hrs total) including three (3) acting 
technique classes and two (2) voice classes. 
Please note that during the second half of the 
year students are also required to undertake 
additional hours of rehearsal on top of class 
work. This may add anything from 2hrs in a 
typical week, up to 15hrs per week during 
rehearsals for the end of year performance, to 

each students schedule.  

 

The Technique 
The Actors Studio Australia’s unique training 
system draws together techniques from 

leading international teachers Sanford 
Meisner (The Meisner Technique), Lee 
Strasberg (The Method), Constantin 
Stanislavsky (The System), Eric Morris and 
Ivana Chubbuck. The process examines the 
actor's craft via a powerful process of 
working from a place of personal truth. 
Emphasis is placed on personalizing all 
imaginative work and harnessing the raw 

power of honest communication, real 
emotion and personal life experience to 
create vivid, honest, dynamic performances. 
This groundbreaking process is taught 
exclusively at The Actors Studio Australia.

b) Pay a deposit of $500 by the 5th
